We provide critical acquisition, predevelopment, rehabilitation
and gap financing to projects that are often overlooked by
typical lenders and investors. Our business relationships allow
us to structure this financing to leverage additional private
capital necessary for projects to move forward. Our financing is
available on terms that are more flexible than traditional lenders
and investors. While requiring projects to be socially respon-
sible and economically viable, we look to finance developments
that promote economic development, social equity, neighbor-
hood beautification, job creation and environmental sustain-
ability.

Genesis LA's hybrid business model has taken seemingly
out-of-reach ideas and made them into development opportu-
nities. Since 2006, we have directly financed more than $25
million in real estate projects. In addition, we have facilitated
over $54 million in financing through leveraged sources tied to
our direct loans. We will continue to utilize this hybrid model to
improve the quality of life in the inner city neighborhoods of
Los Angeles and surrounding Southern California communities.
